	Open the doors of the fire proof cabinet and tip all non-catalyst (unable to cure by crosslinking) paint products into designated (solvent / water) waste disposal containers / drums which are located in the fire proof cabinet. The waste disposal drums are clearly identified by labels either waste water or waste solvent.

	2
	For catalysed (will cross link) products leave on bench and allow to go hard. Once these products are in their cured state, remove products and dispose of in allocated waste disposal drums located in designated area.

	3
	When waste water / solvent drums are full they must be sealed and labelled for removal by a registered waste disposal company.

	4
	These must be stored in the allocated space.
