	Make sure all required PPE is used prior to beginning the task.

	2
	Pick up your allocated respirator and place it on your head.

	3
	Plug the respirator airline into the inlet, located on the top of the air supply filter mounted on the wall beside the spray booth.

	4
	Lower the shield on the air fed respirator to cover your face.

	5
	Fresh air should now be flowing into the respirator around your face.

	6
	If there is no fresh air coming through the respirator check that the airline connection is plugged in correctly.

	7
	If there is still no fresh air coming through the respirator, DO NOT commence spraying.

	8
	When spraying is completed, unplug the air fed respirator and remove from your head.
